Having ranked in the top 25% as a highly qualified high school Language Arts teachers in her Florida district, Mrs.
Jones has consistently committed to enhancing student achievement for all K-12 students.

As a school administrator, she has significantly boosted reading achievement in three high schools, two middle
schools, and an alternative pathway program for students lagging behind their graduation cohort in Duval County
Public Schools. In her first year as an elementary principal, Mrs. Jones implemented instructional practices that
increased 3rd-grade reading proficiency from 56% to 72%—the highest improvement in her district in 2016. She
further led two additional schools to notable achievements, including ranking in the top 1% for math growth in the
state and achieving the highest increases in math and ELA for her district in 2019.
