As a parent/guardian of a student in
Hidden Valley Elementary, | am writing this letter to let you know that Hidden Valley has been
designated as a Targeted Support & Improvement Additional Targeted Support (TSI-AT) school by
the North Carolina State Board of Education. ESSA Section 1111(d)(2) stated that North Carolina had
to identify schools for targeted support and improvement. TSI-AT schools in North Carolina are
those that have a subgroup that is underperforming. This opportunity intends to improve
educational outcomes for all students, close achievement gaps, increase equity, and improve the
guality of instruction.

As a TSI-AT school, Hidden Valley Elementary is required to develop a comprehensive plan that
specifically addresses how the school will improve student achievement. The plan will also include
how our district will support us and monitor our school's progress. The comprehensive plan will
address the following areas:
e Classroom Management
Standards-aligned Instruction

Instructional Leadership
Recruitment & Retention of Effective Teachers

We have set the following goals for Hidden Valley Elementary this year:

e Percent of Kindergarten through 2nd grade students scoring at or above benchmark in
early literacy as measured by DIBELS will increase 10% compared to the 2023-24 school year.

e Percent of students scoring GLP (Grade Level Proficient) in Reading, Math, and 5th grade
Science end of grade assessments will increase 10% compared to the 2023-24 end of grade
assessment.

e Provide a positive school climate, under CMS regulation by promoting a safe learning
environment free of bullying and harassing behaviors.
