90 Day Rule

Rule

Palisades High School states that student behavior, including conduct that

constitutes a violation of criminal law, board policy and/or school rules, will

determine ineligibility to participate in extracurricular activities at Palisades High

School for 90 days.

Effect on

Extracurricular

Activities

Participation in extracurricular activities is a privilege, not a right. It is the policy of

Extracurricular activities include (but are not limited to):

● Student Government

● Interscholastic Athletics

● Clubs

● Field trips

● Dances

● Grade Level Privileges and Activities

● After School Activity Attendance including but not limited to:

- Games

- Events

- Performances etc.

Qualifying Violations

Felony Charges – Any student criminally charged with a felony offense shall be

ineligible from participation in extracurricular activities until final adjudication of

the felony charge. Students found not guilty, or whose felony charges are

completely dismissed, may submit a written application to the school principal for

reinstatement of eligibility. This will result in a 90-calendar-day ineligibility.

Misdemeanor Charges - Any student criminally charged with a misdemeanor

offense shall be ineligible from participation in extracurricular activities until final

adjudication of the misdemeanor charge, or 90 days from the date of the

misdemeanor charge; whichever is earlier.

Out-of-School Suspension - Any student who incurs a five-day out-of-school

suspension, or accumulates five days of out-of-school suspension during a

school year, shall be ineligible from participation in extracurricular activities for a

90-day ineligibility from the date of the out-of-school suspension.

Other Misconduct - A student who constitutes a violation of criminal law, board

policy, or school rules may be suspended from extracurricular activities by the

principal. Students who are habitually tardy and accumulate 8 or more tardies will

be suspended from extracurricular activities for a 90-day ineligibility.

Appeal Process

Example: Unexcused tardies to class

Students found not guilty, or whose charges are completely dismissed, may submit a

written application to the principal for reinstatement of eligibility.

Guidelines

● Students will be permanently suspended from extracurricular activities when

convicted of a felony.

● However, a student may appeal the length of their 90-day ineligibility for a

misdemeanor conviction, a cumulative 5-day suspension, or other misconduct.

● A written appeal needs to be filed within 10 school days of the charge, the end of

the case, suspension, or 8th tardy.

Requirements

By being placed on the 90-day List, students are identified as having forfeited the

privilege to participate in extracurricular activities involving Palisades High School.

In order to appeal your loss of all extra-curricular privileges for 90 calendar days, the

following must be completed and submitted to your administrator. The deadline

to submit the following information is 10 days after the last day of your

suspension.

Appeal Letter

A typed letter to the administrative team that focuses on two areas:

1. Your action(s) that resulted in being placed on the 90-day List

● What did you do?

● Why is it significant?

● What will you do differently if in the same or similar situation?

2. Your reasoning or justification for being removed from the 90-day list

● What activities are you interested in participating in?

● How do those activities impact you, your academics, and/or behavior?

A decision will be made on the appeal no later than 10 days after submission. If a

student is granted an appeal, but placed back on the 90-day list before the end of

the school year, he/she will not be allowed to appeal the consequence and must

serve the consequence for 90 calendar days of the most recent offense.
